26TH  CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW,

It was an honor to be invited to judge the 26th Championship show for the Midland Lhasa Apso Association. It has been about 15 years since I last judged Lhasa Apsos in England and I think the breeders have done a great job in keeping the quality high. Some classes had such deep quality that I had to nit-pick little things to come up with the winners. Presentation and grooming were of the highest level and found only a few dogs I wished to trim to complete a finished picture. Don’t forget grooming and coat condition are the “icing on the cake” and that compliments the dog and completes the picture. In general, size was very good and very consistent. Coat texture was excellent and it was a pleasure to feel coat after coat with good hard and straight hair that fell easily back into place when disturbed. Balance was also very correct on most exhibits and I found very few that were either too long or too short backed. The place that needs some attention is fronts. I found many dogs with straight shoulders lacking proper angulation that also had no pro-sternum. We need nicely laid back shoulders to allow for a nice reaching front that can balance a good driving rear. 

I would like to thank the breeders and exhibitors for presenting me with such a high quality entry of dogs to judge and I think you all deserve blue ribbons (whoops, red ribbons?) for your sportsmanship and camaraderie. I had a wonderful time and I look forward to seeing some of these dogs continuing to impressive careers. BJW
Veteran Dogs (4, 1a)

1. Sutcliff & Lewis- Ch. Now and Forever Deelayne-10 year old red dog with a beautiful head and correct eye, Good body and lovely correct coat in perfect condition, he moved well and had that “look at me” attitude that defied his age. BVD, BVIS

2. Holland - Ch. Vanderlands Glory Alle-luya-a lovely gold dog, also in beautiful condition with correct coat texture and a very balanced silhouette. He showed well but didn’t have the head of the first place dog.  

3. Waterhouse - Ch/Am Ch Chtaura Dream Machine
Minor Puppy Dog (5)

1. Allenby - Midnight Prince at Anniseed – A very nice black puppy who moved well with equal reach and drive, nice carriage and in lovely condition with adult coat already starting to come in, a pretty head and face with correct expression. 

2. Watts - Larool Brandy Snap for Kenida a gold dog that moved nicely with nice balance. His head was correct and he has lovely coat. Would like to see his rear a bit stronger but I think with age and maturity this will come.

3. Blow & Allen - Beatiani Genghis Khan

Puppy Dog (9, 5a)

1. McCosh & Logan - Luekiki Diemos To Spyanki – A gold puppy with correct balance, lovely head, nice coat, moves out well with good reach and drive. I was very excited to feel a nice pro-sternum on him which adds to his lovely carriage on the go round. BPD, RBPIS

2. Phillips - Dimara Top O’Th Morning – this grizzle puppy has a wonderful neck that sets off his lovely balance, moves well and has a lovely head and expression. At this point he is doing something with his front that should correct with maturity.

3. Thomas - Zanamop Mr Cool Chip at Heidiflic

Junior Dog (9,1a)

1. Luscott - Jalus Krystiano – lovely gold dog, well built of correct proportions and size, with a good head and correct coat texture. On the move he holds his silhouette and comes and goes true with a level backline. A very nice young dog that will have a wonderful show career.

2. Cassidy - Exephials Smoking Gun – A black & white parti of nice balance, good coat texture, well presented. Preferred head and movement of the first dog.

3. Bell - Vallena Almeida

Yearling Dog (3)

1. Richardson - Belazieth Hello I’m So Lucky – a silver grey dog with a nice head, excellent coat texture, very nice balance and silhouette, good movement with level backline, nice pro-sternum and good clean shoulders.

2. Rout  - Simuje Jaleka – a small black dog that makes a nice picture of breed type, coat is a bit softer and moves a bit close in front at he comes at you.

3. Hart - Zentarr Elgar of Khazedel

Maiden Dog (3)

1. Phillips - Dimara Top O’Th Morning

2. Watts - Larool Brandy Snap for Kenida

3. Quelch - Rossgilde Another Dream With Ardquin

Novice Dog (4,1a)

1. McCosh & Logan - Luekiki Diemos To Spyanki

2. Phillips - Dimara Top O’Th Morning

3. Watts - Larool Brandy Snap for Kenida

Graduate Dog (4,2a)

1. Richardson - Belazieth Hello I’m So Lucky

2. Bromley - Cossy’s Chocolate Chip at Jardene- a gold dog of a different style than the first place dog. A bit more up on leg that make for a very flashy picture on the go round. He has a bit broader head and not quite as nice a bite as the first dog.

Post Graduate Dog (12, 4a)

1. Dungate & Minton - Forochel Toonado – a black and white parti-color with a lovely silhouette standing, and moves nicely with a level backline. Coat texture is wonderful and he has a lovely head with a nice bite.

2. Watson - Lynruce Black Pepper - a black dog of correct size with a lovely head and good coat texture, he moved well with a level backline and nice carriage.

3. Dewar-Thoriby - Aarhus The Bombadier

Mid Limit Dog (5)

1. Hall - Shenedene R.U. Looking at Me JW – a very nicely balanced gold dog, of correct size that moved well with nice length of neck, a pretty head and excellent coat texture.

2. Watson - Lynruce Mackenzie JW Sh CM – Another nicely balanced dog of correct size, in good condition and presented well. Not as free moving as the first dog but still presents a nice picture on the move. A nice head, good coat texture.

3. Phillips - Rictovia’s Ameriken Boy at Dimara

Limit Dog (14)

1. Lock - Littondale Palladio – This gold dog came into the ring like he owned it. He was a joy to go over with a lovely head, beautiful eye, good bite, nice shoulders, excellent coat texture, level backline, good tail set and he moved equal reach and drive and carried himself with confidence and style. 

2. Dickenson, Taylor & Ventura-Moore - Terendak’s Record Signing – This black and white parti-color dog was every bit the equal of the first place winner. Beautifully presented and put down, he could be the winner on another day. I had to nit-pick to decide between the 2 so it got down to preferring the eye on the first dog. It is wonderful to have the quality to judge that this class offered.

3. Cain - Kutani Secret Agent

Open Dog (7)

1. Jennings - Ch. Cossy’s Chip ‘N’ Pin – A light gold and white parti-color dog with beautiful balance, correct coat texture, lovely head, level backline, correct tail set, nice clean shoulders and when he moved he just floated around the ring with lovely carriage and that “look at me” attitude. BD, RBIS

2. Lewis - Ch. Deelayne Zaar Too Busy – This red-gold dog was a bit more dog than the first place dog but of equal quality with a beautiful head, good bite and beautiful expression, correct balance, level backline, lovely coat texture, good shoulders and was beautifully presented. He moved with equal reach and drive but his movement was not quite a smooth as the first place. RBD

Veteran Bitch (4, 1a)

1. Walker - Ch. Zentarr Zeeta at Shigatse – a very nice sized gold bitch of correct balance, with a very pretty head and expression, in lovely coat, she comes and goes true and carries a level backline. BVB, RBVIS
2. Allen - Quaymore Roseanna – Also a nice parti-color bitch of correct size and balance, coat not quite equal to the first place.
3. Bridgens - Lapchis Flame of Isabell
Minor Puppy Bitch (7, 2a)
1. O’Rourke - Crystal Gem for Dajelilne – this gold puppy caught my eye the minute she entered the ring. She has attitude! She has a nice head, a lovely neck and her balance is very nice. She moves like she owns the ring with nice reach and drive and wonderful carriage.
2. Witham - Dobriach Polly Sunshine – a bit more mature than the first puppy, has lovely coat, pretty head, doesn’t have the carriage of the first puppy and would like a bit more neck to balance the  picture.
3. Roberts - Larool Cherry Brandy
Puppy Bitch (11)
1. Old - Luekiki Elara With Tungkoon – This is a beautifully balanced gold puppy, with a correct coat, lovely confirmation, level backline and moves true coming and going. Her head and expression are correct and she was put down and shown to perfection. BBP, BPIS
2. O’Rourke - Crystal Gem for Dajelilne
3. Moorby - Zanamop Fancy Free at Swandown

Junior Bitch (11, 2a)
1. Cassidy  - Exephials Smile In The Dark – a lovely, typey black bitch with correct balance, lovely head, moves true coming and going with nice carriage, at this point her coat is a bit soft but she is young yet.
2. Bell - Vallena Adelia – This parti-color bitch was a very close second to the first. Her balance is correct and she moves well with nice carriage but she fought the lead a bit so wasn’t as smooth a mover as I would like. I would also have liked a bit more muzzle on her but overall a nice bitch.
3. Horne - Lippylou’s Sugar Muffin

Yearling Bitch (4, 1a)
1. Horne  - Chanceinn’s Wizza Dora – a beautiful red gold bitch with black tips of correct balance, beautiful breed type, lovely head, nice length of neck, level backline, good coat texture, moved true coming and going with lovely carriage on the go round. A very pretty bitch.

2. Richardson - Belazieth Hello Smartie – a black and white parti-color who was a bit reluctant to move and therefore didn’t present at her best. She had a nice head but was a different balance than the first place bitch.
3. Wright - Dalamaya Hannalees
Maiden Bitch ((7, 2a)
1. Maguire - Elegant Lady Jane – A nicely balanced red-gold bitch with good length of leg, pretty head and expression, beautiful coat texture and she moves true coming and going and presents a correct silhouette on the go round.
2. Witham - Dobriach Polly Sunshine

3. Horne - Lippylou’s Sugar Muffin

Novice Bitch (7, 4a) this was my class of tail droppers which is always disappointing.
1. Moorby - Deelayne Forever Love For Swandown – This is a nicely balanced gold bitch, with nice leg under her, a nice body and wonderful coat texture. She moved well with nice carriage then got spooked by something but recovered enough to win the class.
2. Phillips - Jayridge Firefly - this is a pretty gold bitch with a nice head and expression. I would like a bit more leg under her and a harder texture coat.
3. Hall - Shenedene Posh

Graduate Bitch (4,1a)
1. Horne  - Chanceinn’s Wizza Dora

2. Carter - Vowchurch Maid of Magic – a well-balanced black & white parti with correct coat texture who moves well coming and going. Head was correct and has a nice length of neck. Backline a bit off today.
3. Ogden - Absosengkye Princess

Post Graduate Bitch (13, 2a)
1. Roach - Anjesics Gypsy Rost - a light gold bitch with correct balance and size, beautiful head, correct bite, lovely coat texture, moves around the ring effortlessly with good carriage and is true coming and going.
2. Allsop - Chamando Brassy but Classy- this is another very nice gold bitch of good balance, size and breed type, lovely head and coat texture. She was a bit balky at times but when she was on, she moved beautifully.
3. Free - Vanderland’s Star Force

Mid Limit Bitch (2)
1. Hattrell - Jalus High Class at Khinjan JW – this gold bitch was put down beautifully, has a wonderful coat texture. She has a lovely silhouette both standing and on the move, she moves true both coming and going, has a beautiful headpiece with a true Lhasa expression.
2. Carter - Vowchurch Still Wishing – this black and white parti-color is nicely balanced, moved well and has a very nice head. Not the finished picture of the first place bitch.
Limit Bitch (11, 3a) – This was a very strong class with many quality bitches. The first 3 were very similar in quality and beautifully presented so these placements could change on another day. 
1. Blaber - Chethang Laurencia at Jastina – A lovely balanced cream bitch with a pretty head, wonderful pigment, perfect coat texture, tracks true coming and going, level backline on the move. RBCC
2. Roach - Cossy’s Pistachio Cream – This cream bitch is very similar to 1st place in that she is a lovely balance, good coat texture, very pretty head, not quite as nice a side gait as the 1st bitch.
3. Shoemark - Rossgilde Drean Lady at Luekiki

Open Bitch (12,1a) Another beautiful, strong class of quality bitches.
1. Wiehe – Ch. Lisimo April Love – This is a beautiful, balanced cream bitch, very feminine, lovely size, with a correct head, nice black pigment, wonderful coat texture, nice length of neck, nice shoulders placement with a good length of upper arm. She moves correctly with nice reach and drive and tracks true coming and going. BCC, BOB, BIS
2. Watson - Lynruse The Black Pearl – This is another beautifully balanced black bitch with a lovely head, good coat texture, very typey silhouette both standing and moving, she tracked true coming and going, put down and handled to perfection. 
3. Cain & Lock - Chic Choix Kutani Karisma
